DELMONICO’S ITALIAN STEAKHOUSE EVENT BENEFITS GRIEVING FAMILIES

 
Delmonico’s Italian Steakhouse, located at 2950 Erie Blvd, is celebrating its 12th anniversary on Tuesday, May 4th from 4:30 p.m.-8:30 p.m. with 50% of the proceeds benefiting HOPE FOR BEREAVED Grief Center. “This is a great opportunity to celebrate Delmonico’s 12th anniversary in Syracuse and make a difference in the lives of grieving children and families in our community,” says John Wade, owner of Delmonico’s Italian Steakhouse in Syracuse. 


The celebration will include a Joan Rivers impersonator on the red carpet, table magician Shaun Robison, caricature artist JP Crangle and raffles throughout the evening.  It is open to the public and reservations are not required but are helpful.  “Just come to Delmonico’s and enjoy your favorite meal, appetizer or drink,” says Pat Kriesel, Office Administrator at HOPE.  “Since HOPE FOR BEREAVED does not receive annual institutional funding from any source, we are especially grateful for this opportunity to work with Delmonico’s,” she says.


Every day, HOPE helps children and adults cope with the death of a loved one by providing one-to-one counseling, 11 support groups, telephone helpline, HOPELine Newsletter and community education.  This past year, there was a drastic increase in the number of people attending the Suicide Support Group.  The group provides a lifeline to families devastated by the suicide death of a loved one.  “Three weeks after my 18 year-old son, Jack, died by suicide, I came to HOPE.  The counseling and support group meetings have been my lifeline through the darkest days of my life,” says Jane Hartman of Syracuse, mother of Jack.


The proceeds from the 12th anniversary event enable HOPE to provide its care services free-of-charge to grieving children, families and adults in Central New York and beyond.  


Therese Schoeneck founded Hope for Bereaved, Inc. in 1978 after the death of her daughter, Mary, in a car accident.  At the time, Central New York did not have a support group for parents coping with the death of a child.  Determined that something positive would come from Mary’s death, she held a program called “Coping with the holidays” for bereaved parents.   This eventually led to the creation of Hope for Bereaved, Inc.—a not-for-profit community organization  that is dedicated to providing its care services free-of-charge to grieving children and adults  in our community.  HOPE also offers grief workshops for daycare providers, on-site bereavement support for school districts after the death of a student and a How To Help When Grief is in the Workplace Program for local businesses.  Last year, HOPE touched the lives of over 10,000 children, teenagers and adults throughout Central New York, the United States and Canada.
